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CHANGES FOR 2008 ς 2009 
 
Welcome back to another great year of Scouting! To those of you who are new to the Pack, welcome ς and

In both cases, we need to ensure 
that all families are aware of the requirements and expectations for all at the outset of the year ς ǿŜΩǊŜ 
ƭƻƻƪƛƴƎ ǘƻ ƛƳǇǊƻǾŜ ƻǳǊ tŀŎƪΩǎ 5Ŝƴ ŜȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜǎΣ ǿe need to re-commit our Pack to community service at the 
parent and Scout level, and we are of course bringing back the Wee & She Scout program! So read on for the 
top-line changes for the year! 

 
 
Fast Tracks 

 
Pack 551 has joined with other Packs across America in utilizing the Fast Tracks program within Dens. 
Fast Tracks is a program by which all Den meetings ς from week 1 of the school year through the end 
of the calendar year ς are pre-planned for Den Leaders. Dens will, of course, be free to change and

a quality program through which your Scout will earn his badge by the Blue and Gold banquet! 
 
The Fast Track program provides detailed den meeting plans for two den meetings per month from 
September to May (January for fifth-grade Webelos Scouts). Through the Fast Tracks program, 
advancement activities will occur mostly through den meetings, although some work at home is still 
required. Leaders should review the den meeting plans several days prior to the den meetings so they 
can gather all necessary supplies, as well as become familiar with the content to assure effective 
delivery of the program. 
 
Please talk with your Den Leader, who can provide you with copies of the Fast Tracks programs for you

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Volunteerism  
 
A big change for this year is that Pack 551 is going to require families and Scouts to participate in the 
process of volunteering in order to earn badges of rank. All Scouts can participate in the program at all 
times, as always ς however, in order to earn the right to wear Tiger, Wolf, Bear, Webelos, and the 
Arrow of Light, we are looking for families to volunteer a minimum number of hours, and for Scouts to 
volunteer a minimum number of hours. 
 

¶ Family Requirement: 2h/6m period (Sept ς Mar, April ς August)  

¶ Scout Requirements:  
o Tiger ς 2h/year 
o Wolf ς 4hr/year 
o Bear ς 6hr/year 
o Webelos ς 8hr/year

night (each Den will help setup/cleanup for a Pack night) ς ǘƘŀǘΩǎ н-3 hours there. Scouting for Food in 
March will mean at least 4 hours (2 hours first weekend, 2 hours second weekend). Each and every 
month, we have another Good Turn, through which Scouts and their families will have the opportunity 
to earn volunteer hours. So each and every plŀŎŜ ȅƻǳ ǘǳǊƴ ƛƴ {ŎƻǳǘƛƴƎΣ ǘƘŜǊŜΩǎ ŀƴƻǘƘŜǊ ǇƭŀŎŜ ǘƻ 
volunteer!  
 

 
 

Rewards for Above and Beyond Volunteerism! 
For Scouts who volunteer 2 hours above their rank requirements, they will earn their Good 
Turn badge/year segment.  For Scouts who volunteer 4 hours above their rank requirements, 
they will earn a new award we will be creating this year, the Pack 551 Citizenship Award. We 
will be unveiling this special badge at the Blue and Gold banquet.  
 
For parents & families who take volunteer positions within the Pack where they contribute a 
minimum of 2 hours of their time per month (such as Committee member or Assistant Den 
Leaders), their Dues will be at 50% the normal amount. For parents & families who take 
volunteer positions within the Pack where they contribute a minimum of 4 hours of their time 
per month, all dues for their Scout for the year are waived. This benefit is provided in part due 
to Pack 551 now being a non-profit entity (via our chartered org). Parents who are volunteering 
to this degree who work for companies with matching programs (e.g. Microsoft, Boeing, AT&T) 
will more than be making up for their dues via company matching dollars.  
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Dues (08 ς 09)  
 
We are looking to simplify our dues for the coming year, as well: 
 

¶ $50 for Tigers/Wolf/Bear Scouts 

¶ $60 for Webelos Scouts (to help offset the cost of the belt loops & pins which the Webelos earn 
more frequently than other Scouts) 

¶ $20 for Wee/She Scouts 
 
Dues for the year are payable at the start of October. Scouts who sign up in Spring post-Blue and Gold 
will receive a $10 discount. For families with multiple Scouts, dues are 50% for the 2nd/3rd Scout, with

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Cub Scouts 
The Cub Scout shirts will not be changing for the foreseeable future (according to the BSA). New this 
year, however, is a cap which covers all Cub Scout ranks (Tiger ς Webelos). Though hats are optional 
for our Pack, they are highly encouraged; in either case, both the single-year cap as well as the new-
design cap are considered official uniform attire.

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Your Son, Cub Scouting, and You 

 
Of any one hundred boys who become Scouts, it must be confessed that thirty will drop out in their first year. Perhaps 
this may be regarded as a failure, but later in life, all of these will remember that they had been in Scouting and will 
speak well of the program. 
 

¶ 18 will develop hobbies that will give them a lifelong interest.  

¶ 17 will later become leaders in Scouting and will pass on their skills, inspiration and leadership to countless 
youth. 

¶ 12 will receive their first church contact through Scouting.  

¶ 8 will find their future life vocations.  

¶ 4 of the 100 will reach the Eagle Rank and at least 1 will later say that he valued his Eagle above his college 
degree.  

¶ 1 will enter the clergy due to his Scouting relationships.  

¶ 1 will use Scout skills to save another's life.  

¶ 1 will credit Scout skills with saving his own life.  

¶ Only rarely will one appear in juvenile court. 
 

Only one in four boys in America will become Scouts, but it is interesting to know that of the leaders of this nation in 
business, religion, and politics, three out of four were Scouts. Numbered among the alumni of the Boy Scouts of America 
are:  
 

¶ 64% of Air Force Academy graduates.  

¶ 58% of West Point graduates.  

¶ 70% of Annapolis graduates.  

¶ 72% of Rhodes scholars.  

¶ 85% of FBI agents.  

¶ 26% of the 29 U.S. astronauts. 

 
As a parent, you want your son to grow up to be a person of worth, a self-reliant, dependable, and caring 
individual. Scouting has these same goals in mind for him. Since 1910 we've been weaving lifetime values into 
fun and educational activities designed to assist parents in strengthening character, developing good 
citizenship, and enhancing physical fitness and building self-esteem and ethical values in youth. 
 

    
 

Imagine a program that can help your son learn, grow and mature while he is having fun. There are activities 
in which you and he can participate together with the rest of the family and get to know each other even 
better. This is exactly what Scouting is. Every activity gives you and your son the chance to discover and share 
together.

¶ Self-confidence and stronger self-esteem. 
 
With all the negative influences in today's society, Scouting provides your son with a positive peer group and a 
program that is fun and adventurous and helps him to "be prepared" to shape his own future. 
 
Cub Scouting is fun! But it is fun with a purpose. Woven through all the fun is an inspired program that really 
works. Tried and proven methods are used that transfer traditional values, build character, and develop 
leadership skills--all in the context of fun and family togetherness. 
 
For the past 19 congressional sessions, the Boy Scouts of America has surveyed the members of the House and 
Senate regarding their participation in Scouting.

Tiger Cubs is a one-year program for 1st grade boys. 
Each boy participates with a parent (or another adult 
family member) in family-oriented activities. These 
include things from family camping to preparing for 
emergencies, under the guidance of a Tiger Den 
Leader. 
 
The time you and your son spend in Tiger Cubs is 
meant to be fun, a chance to get to know one 
another better, and do things with your family as 
well as other members of the Tiger Cub Den whom 
you see at weekly meetings. Tiger Cubs and their 
adult partners also participate in the Cub Scout Pack 
Meetings and Activities. 
 

 
 

Cub Scouting is a home and neighborhood-centered 
program designed to support family life for boys in 
2nd through 5th grades. Each Cub Scout learns to 
respect his home, country, God, and other people. 
The program also helps boys this age to: 
 

¶ Learn new physical skills through sports, 
crafts, and games. 

¶ Learn how to get along with others through 
group activities. 

¶ Develop new mental skills such as writing and 
calculating. 

¶ Develop personal independence. 
 
In a society where your son is often taught that 
winning is everything, Cub Scouting teaches him to 
"do his best" and be helpful to others as expressed 
in the Cub Scout Promise. 
 
A Cub Scout Den provides your son with a group of 
boys his own age in which he can earn status and 
recognition. In the Den, he will also gain a sense of 
personal achievement for the new skills he learns. 
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As Your Scout Grows 
 
When your son graduates from Cub Scouting after fifth grade, there is more in store for him. Boy Scouts and 
Venturing are awaiting him as he grows older.

¶ In the Chief Seattle Council, Boy Scouts may 
look forward to Boy Scout Camping 
opportunities and many other District 
Activities. In Boy Scouts, youth take 
responsibility for the activities of the troop. 
By planning and organizing activities, they 
develop teamwork and learn to lead as well 
as follow.  

¶ Varsity Scouts is a program for young men 
ages 14-17. It provides options for young men 
who are looking for high adventure or 
challenging sporting activities and still want 
to be a part of the advancement 
opportunities and values development of the 
Boy Scouts. 
 

¶ After Boy Scouts, many young men transition 
into the Venturing program. Venturing is a 
program for young men and young women 
ages 14 through 20. The purpose of 
Venturing is to provide experiences to help 
young people mature and become 
responsible and caring adults.  

¶ Young people in Venturing learn leadership 
skills and participate in challenging outdoor 
activities that help develop self-confidence.  

¶ In the Chief Seattle Council, Venturers may 
look forward to Venturing Camping 
opportunities and other District Activities, as 
well as Sea Scouts.  

¶ Venturing focuses resources that help a 
community organization provide wholesome, 
flexible, well-rounded, challenging activities, 
tailor-made for teenage youth.

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How Cub Scouting Works 
 
Scouting is Family Oriented 

¶ Activities are intended for the whole family. 

¶ You work with your son on his various 
award requirements. 

¶ Many skills he will learn are family oriented. 
 
Your son is a member of a Cub Scout Den 

¶ Dens usually meet once a week. 

¶ The den is led by a Den Leader (usually a 
parent). 

¶ The den leader is often assisted by an 
Assistant Den Leader, a den chief (an older 
Boy Scout), and a denner (a Cub Scout elected 
by den members) 

¶ Den meetings have games, crafts, songs, 

¶ ceremonies, and lots of fun. 
 
Your son is a member of a Cub Scout Pack 

¶ A pack meets once a month ς all Cub Scout 
families (including siblings) attend. 

¶ The Cubmaster leads the monthly pack 
meeting. 

¶ The pack meeting is the climax of the 
ƳƻƴǘƘΩǎ ŘŜƴ ƳŜŜǘƛƴƎǎ ŀƴŘ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘƛŜǎΦ 

¶ Pack meetings have games, skits, stunts, 
songs, ceremonies and presentations of 
awards that the boys have earned that 
month. 

 

A committee of parent volunteers runs the pack. 

¶ The pack committee is made up of the Den 
Leaders and assistants, Webelos Leaders, and 
assistants, Cubmaster and assistants, 
Treasurer, Chartered Organization 
Representative and other interested parents. 
Most of these leaders are parents of boys in 
the pack. 

¶ The committee meets once a month. 

¶ The committee plans den and pack 

¶ meetings around the monthly theme. 

¶ The committee selects leaders, performs 
record keeping, manages pack finances, order 
awards, maintains pack equipment, helps 
train leaders, and recognizes leaders. 

 
Pack 551 is only a part of Boy Scouts. 

¶ Pack 551 belongs to the Alpine District, which 
covers all Packs on the Plateau, Issaquah, Fall 
City, North Bend, Snoqualmie, Renton 
Highlands, and the Cougar Mountain area.  

¶ The Chief Seattle Council covers the greater 
Puget Sound region.  

¶ All Councils in the United States are part of 
the Boy Scouts of America National Council.  

¶ Boy Scouts is a loosely affiliated international 
organization, as well. The 2007 World Scout 
Jamboree was held in Essex, England, and is 
open to Boy Scouts and Venturing Scouts.  
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The Advancement Plan 
 
The responsibility of a boy's advancement in Cub Scouting lies with the family and not with the pack. Some 
advancement requirements are done at den meetings, but most are done at home with the family. 
 
The Cub Scout Advancement program is an excellent way for you to spend quality time with your son. For 
each special skill or activity your son completes with you, you can sign off one of the requirements he needs to 
earn his next award. As a result, the awards he earns increases his knowledge, skills, self-esteem and 
confidence. You can be a part of it by participating in the Cub Scout program with him. The rank awards he 
earns are listed below. 
 

 

TIGER CUB (1st Graders) 
The Tiger Cub program is for first-grade (or age 7) boys and their adult partners. 
There are five Tiger Cub achievement areas. The Tiger Cub, working with his adult 
partner, completes 15 requirements within these areas to earn the Tiger Cub 
badge. These requirements consist of an exciting series of indoor and outdoor 
activities just right for a boy in the first grade. 

 

BOBCAT (Earned by ALL NEW Cub Scouts) 
All boys, (2nd ς 5th  grade), earn the Bobcat badge first by learning the Cub Scout 
Promise, Law of the Pack, handshake, salute, sign, motto, and meaning of 
"Webelos." After receiving the Bobcat badge, the boy works on requirements 
based on his grade or age. 

 

 

WOLF (2nd Graders) 
The Wolf program is for boys who have completed first grade (or are age 8). To 
earn the Wolf badge, a boy must pass 12 achievements involving simple physical 
and mental skills. 

 

BEAR (3rd Graders) 
The Bear rank is for boys who have completed second grade (or are age 9). There 
are 24 Bear achievements in four categories. The Cub Scout must complete 12 of 
these to earn the Bear badge. These requirements are somewhat more difficult 
and challenging than those for Wolf rank. 

 

 

 

WEBELOS (4th and 5th Graders) 
This program is for boys who have completed third grade (or are age 10). A boy 
may begin working on the Webelos badge as soon as he joins a Webelos den. This 
is the first step in his transition from the Webelos den to the Boy Scout troop. As 
he completes the requirements found in the Webelos Handbook, he will work on 
activity badges, attend meetings led by adults, and become familiar with the Boy 
Scout requirementsτall leading to the Arrow of Light Award. 
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Cub Scout Special Activities

Good Turn 
This is a pack service project to benefit the 
community, such as a park clean up, Scouting for

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Training for the New Cub Scout Leader 
 

Why training? The short answer is because it makes better leaders. Boy Scouts of 
America recruits adult volunteers to lead youth as they develop into adulthood. 
There is a purpose behind every activity we do in BSA. The program requires 
trained adult leaders and leadership training for the boys, young men and young 
women who participate and will ultimately benefit.  
 
 
 
 

STEP 1: FAST START TRAINING 
Fast Start Training is a brief introduction to the Cub Scout program that will equip you with the basic skill and 
information that you will need as a new Cub Scout leader. Fast Start Training is a VHS, or DVD with 20-minute 
segments for the Cubmaster, Den Leaders, Webelos Den Leader, basic Pack Organization and Tiger Cub 
Leaders, or you can take the Online Training at www.scouting.org. Fast Start training sessions are offered by 
Chief Seattle Council at various locations, and can be viewed at www.seattlebsa.org/sbsa_training/.  
 
STEP 2: NEW LEADER ESSENTIALS 
This training course is for all new leaders. New Leader essentials familiarizes you with the basics of the 
scouting programs and give you a good understanding of how Scouting operates. Each district offers this 
session various times throughout the year. See your Cubmaster for dates, times and locations. 
 
STEP 3: LEADER SPECIFIC TRAINING 
These training sessions are specific to the position that you hold in Scouting. Topics covered in these courses 
include meeting planning, den and pack management, special activities, advancement, etc. Ask your Pack 
leadership about upcoming opportunities. 
 
STEP 4: PROGRAM & TRAINING CONFERENCE 
The ACT Conference is an all-day training opportunity that covers topics such as crafts, skits, puppets, 
workshops, displays, demonstrations, games, Blue & Gold banquets, pack administration, Webelos Scout 
Activities, Cub Scout Sports, special pack activities, and other Cub Scout resources. The 2007 ACT Conference 
will be held on Saturday, October 27th.

Including pack bank account, financial records, etc. Attends pack meetings and 
pack committee meetings.  
 
ADVANCEMENT CHAIR 
Maintains advancement records. Orders and obtains all badges and insignia. Attends pack meetings and pack 
committee meetings. 
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PUBLIC RELATIONS CHAIR 
Stimulate pack service projects in the community. Promotes family participation in all pack events, such as 
blue and gold banquets, pack picnics, and other special events. Make use of the news media in publicizing 
pack events. 
 
OUTINGS CHAIR 
Helps the Cubmaster plan and arrange for outdoor activities, including camps, picnics, and events. Ensures 
that at least one adult has completed Basic Adult Leader Outdoor Orientation (BALOO) before any pack 
campout. 
 
MEMBERSHIPS & REGISTRATION 
The Memberships and Registration volunteers run the Pack recruiting efforts and register all new Scouts with 
Chief Seattle Council. Membership  
 
SONG LEADER 
The Song Leader helps lead the Pack sing-alongs at Pack meetings and any Camp sessions. A healthy Pack is a 
singing Pack!  
 
SKIT LEADER 
The Skit Leader helps to coordinate part of the entertainment for the Pack meetings, as well as works with the 
Dens to come up with skit ideas. Skit Leader also works with the Summer Camp Coordinator to work on the 
themed skits for the Camp Brinkley session.

CUB SCOUT DEN CHIEF 
The Den Chief is an older Boy Scout, Varsity Scout, or Venturer who has been a Boy 
Scout, ideally at least First Class rank. The Den Chief serves as assistant to the Den Leader, is a friend to the 
boys in the Den, and encourages the Denner to be a leader.  
 

WEBELOS DEN CHIEF 
The Den Chief is an older Boy Scout, Varsity Scout, or Venturer who has been a Boy 
Scout, ideally at least First Class rank. The Den Chief serves as assistant to the Webelos Den Leader, 
encourages the Webelos to work towards their Arrow of Light, informs the boys of Boy Scout opportunities, 
and helps the Cubmaster and Webelos Den Leader plan the graduation ceremony for the departing Webelos 
Scouts.  
 

PARENT HELPERS 
Each year the pack will undertake several short-term projects. Parents and other volunteers are needed for 
activities such as pack fundraisers (popcorns sale, pancake breakfast, or similar events), Scouting for Food, 
Pack Good Turn, Pinewood Derby, Blue and Gold Banquet, Friends of Scouting, Pack Graduation, and Camping 
programs. These jobs are of short duration, and still enable all families to assist with pack responsibilities.
